A Nation Born of a Faithful World View

F ew phrases are as central to our understanding of the United States as Jef-
ferson’s sentence in the Declaration of Independence:  “We hold these 

truths to be self-evident, that all men are created equal, that they are endowed by 
their Creator with certain unalienable Rights, that among these are Life,  Liberty 
and the pursuit of Happiness.” 

Jefferson’s optimism about the goodness of human-
ity, his unquestioning respect for the fact of a Creator, 
and his belief in human equality shape the very soul of 
our national conscience.  Jefferson was hardly an ortho-
dox Christian, candidly declaring his disbelief in the Bi-
ble and his disregard for the influence of the church over 
society and individuals. But his regard for Christianity 
as the highest expression of God’s law, and his education 
and cultural formation in a Christian society, left him 
certain that God’s commandments could be found in 
nature and in reason as the way to just societies.  While 
he had little regard for the writings of Paul, he seems to have incorporated Paul’s 
regard for the leading of the Spirit over the tradition of the law into his political 
and personal philosophy. 

J efferson believed that liberty produced 
the most fruitful societies and that re-

stricting government protected the indi-
vidual creativity out of which true free-
dom could come. His experience of the 
heavy hand of British control over the 

colonies gave him the sense that both countries would thrive more if individuals 
were freer to invent, express, and govern themselves.   

While Jefferson gave the lofty vision that is the Declaration, James Madison 
grounded the constitution in his pragmatic distrust of the goodness of the human 
soul. Jefferson argued that all people, shaped by good education and natural cu-
riosity, would live morally upright lives in which the common good made the 
most sense. Madison had no such optimism, believing in the other half of Paul’s 
contention:  that all are sinners incapable of doing what is right even if they want 
to do so.  The need of most human souls, in Madison’s perspective, was for lim-
ited but plain regulation. 

Madison shaped the constitution around a system of checks and balances in 
which three branches of government had enough power to prevent the naturally

Children’s Ministry– Summertime Fun!

A  couple of years ago, I met this guy named Shane Claiborne.  He was 
tall and scrawny.  He wore  shaggy clothes and long, multicolored 

dreads.  And with a strong Tennessee drawl, he went around telling stories of 
his life as an ordinary radical.  One of the things that intrigued me about him 
was when he was 21, he went out to find a “true” Christian, and somehow 
scored a summer internship with Momma T (or as we knew her, Mother 
Teresa).  While doing an internship under one of the most remarkable 
women the world has ever known was… well, impressive, what was even 
more impressive were the lessons he learned working at a Lepers colony out-
side of Calcutta. 

In his time there, Shane learned that Jesus’ lasting significance was not 
the miracles He performed, rather it was His love that He shared.  Shane 
says, “We can do all sorts of miracles, but if we have not love, it is noth-
ing.”  And while St. Paul says this too, Shane learned it from a leper, helping 
heal other lepers in a place that is poorer than any place we could imagine. 

I think the truest expression of love is found when you see Jesus in 
someone else: in the homeless guy down the street, in a person at school that 
is lashing out at you because they are hurt and don’t know how else to act, in 
your brother or sister or parent or any other loved one in your life.  Some-
times it is hard to see Jesus in someone else; and sometimes it is hard to see 
that the person you see in the mirror is made in the image of God. And it’s 
hard to believe for sure that that person is good.  But when Shane tells his 
story and talks about the lepers he met, you know he saw Jesus in 
them.  And when I hear or remember his stories, my hope is encouraged, and 
I get excited about opportunities to help and serve people, like with the Mex-
ico Missions Trip coming up in the fall with YWAM.  I get excited because I 
want to see Jesus and I want to know love so much more than I know now. 

If you want read Shane Claiborne’s story, you can find his book, The Irresistible Revolu-
tion: living as an ordinary radical, on Amazon or at Barnes and Nobles.  Check it out.

unhealthy impulses of the other. The president could 
overrule the tendency toward prejudice and panic that 
might move a legislative body. The courts could over-
rule the usurpations of power in both the executive 
and legislative branches. And the legislature held the 
tightest control over the most significant decisions a 
government could make—levying taxes and declaring 

war. Beyond that, the 
legislative process 
would be so ponderous 
that it would be hard to 
enact rash impulses. 

His view presaged the 
famous declaration 
from a century later that 
powerful people were to 
be given no benefit of 

doubt:  “Power corrupts and absolute power corrupts 
absolutely. Great men are almost always bad 
men,” (Lord Acton in a letter to Bishop Mandell 
Creighton, April, 1887).  It is worth noting that Madi-
son shared Jefferson’s opinion that the potential harm 
that could be done by an individual was much less 
worrisome than the harm that could be done by gov-
ernment. 

As we mark another anni-
versary of our national birth, it 
is good to remember that this 
grand experiment in govern-
ment of, by, and for the people 
could hardly have arisen apart 
from the Christian regard for both the spirit-inspired 
individual and the pervasive power of sinful inclina-
tions. Madison grounds us in the pragmatic recogni-
tion that all people live in, and reflect, the broken psy-
che of a fallen and sinful world.  Jefferson reminds us 
that a Divine spirit makes possible the elevation of the 
individual and of society to a holy creativity and in-
spired effort. Madison grounds us in the limited hope 
we have for this earth.  Jefferson invites our dreams 
and our greatest hopes.

 The Actions of the Vestry for May, 2008 
Budget Deficit Discussed

F ollowing Virginia Waller’s 
presentation on the Health 

Ministries Outreach Committee, the 
Vestry approved two resolutions:  

• The Health Ministries Outreach 
Committee may also call itself 
the St. James Health Ministry 
Committee. 

•  Joan Bivin’s seat on the Com-
mittee is renewed, to end De-
cember 31, 2010. 

Father Gardner recognized the 
key leadership and advocacy of Vir-
ginia Waller on behalf of the St. 
James Memorial Fund and pre-
sented her with a Shell Award for 
such outstanding service.  

He also lauded Lisa Gordon's 
significant contribution to the  Cen-
tennial Tea, and awarded her a 
Shell Award. 

Howard Young, Finance Com-
mittee chair, discussed reductions 
of the $100,000 budget deficit for 
2008. The Vestry unanimously ap-
proved a resolution to reduce the 
budget deficit by four steps: 

1. Transfer $50,000 of an unre-
stricted gift, reserved for the 
2009 budget, into the 2008 
budget; 

2. Staff and Finance Committee to 
make line-item review of budget, 
revise expected income, and 
make adjustments to expenses 
that would not adversely affect 
execution of the Strategic Plan; 

3. Reduce the gap through revital-
ized stewardship program; 

4. Borrow from invested assets to 
balance the budget if a deficit 

persists after implementing the 
first three steps. 

Father  Gardner discussed an 
interim plan proposed by the Lit-
urgy Committee to temporarily 
move the stone font to the front of 
the church. The Vestry unanimously 
approved moving the stone font in 
front of the altar to the right where 
the “cut-out” for wheelchairs is lo-
cated.  

Ian Williamson reported that a 
special meeting of the Vestry 
has been scheduled for Sun-
day, July 13, 2008 following 
the 10:00 a.m. service to bless 
the Building Committee on their 
negotiations for a final contract.  A 
final contract will be presented to 
the Vestry for authorization on July 
22, 2008.  The construction of the 
new restrooms is expected to begin 
on Monday, August 18, 2008.  Tom 
Grunow, Building Committee mem-
ber, encouraged the Church to pur-
chase construction items directly to 
obtain discounts, utilize its tax-free 
status, and avoid contractor mark-
up on materials. The Vestry author-
ized Tom to order materials not to 
exceed $10,000. 

Steve Townsend reported the 
Choir, Music Series and Evensong 
are doing well.  He has made ar-
rangements for these activities to 
continue while he is on sabbatical 

from June 8— September 13. He 
plans to visit other local churches 
and in other states to experience 
alternative worship services.  

Mary Kay Chandler reported 
the Stewardship Committee meet-
ing produced many ideas for a giv-
ing campaign based on compassion, 
caring and a commitment to giving.   

Chancellor Ian Williamson re-
ported the Church received a 
$2,500 claim for personal injuries 
arising from a fall in the sanctuary 
that occurred December 19, 2006. 
The matter is referred to the insur-
ance carrier to investigate the claim.

Bishop Mathes reflected on his 
tenure as Bishop of the Diocese of 
San Diego. In his first year (2005-
2006) the Diocese was in conflict 
which resulted in three churches 
leaving. Additionally, the Diocese 
was in a difficult financial position, 
as was the Episcopal Community 
Services (ECS). In his second year 
(2007) the financial positions of the 
Diocese and ECS improved.  

Bishop Mathes thanked the 
members of St. James for our gen-
erosity to the Diocese.  He stated 
that 2008 is a celebratory and 
building year,  with big tasks ahead, 
such as helping congregations to 
mitigate the systematic decline in 
membership,  and planning new 
congregations.

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A Note from The Beijing Circle:  A Personal Epiphany

Church and the World 

I n our Beijing Circle, we have 
accepted that we must fully 

research, contemplate and discuss 
the Millennium Development Goals, 
rather than jumping in feet first to 
try to fix any one piece of the heart-
breaking poverty that confronts us. 
Our Circle must wait for the Holy 
Spirit to lead us to an effective plan 
of action.   

In a recent meeting each of us 
described her journey so far, and 
when I shared with the group the 
ways in which my own thinking had 
been transformed, they asked me to 
write it down for others to read.   

One of the recurrent themes in 
our Beijing Circle discussions has 
been the compelling shifts in para-
digm that characterize our world 
today.  Revolutions in modes of com-
munication, technology and medical 
research happen so quickly, and we 
are continually challenged with un-
derstanding ourselves, our commu-
nities and our environment in differ-
ent ways.  These new modes of per-
ception are sometimes disturbing, 
but they can also bring a sense of 

epiphany when the paradigm shift 
dramatically opens our eyes and 
hearts, and brings hope for the fu-
ture. 

My biggest problem with the De-
velopment Goals has been the aim to 
“eradicate poverty.”  As our group 
delved into the multiple ramifica-
tions of poverty involving hunger, 
poor health, lack of education, gen-
der inequality, overpopulation and 
disempowerment, I felt despair 
about making any significant differ-
ence. Well-used phrases like “the 
poor are always with us” and ac-
cepted concepts about the appropri-
ate unemployment rate for a bal-
anced economy continued to per-
suade me that the eradication 
(literally pulling out by the roots) of 
poverty was completely unrealistic.   

Other members of the group 
supported me in my deep pit of pain-
ful and despairing frustration, urging 
me to continue to confront the prob-
lems.   

The turning point for me was 
reading about Nobel Award winner, 
Muhammad Yunus’ Grameen Bank 
in his book Banker to the Poor.  He 
described in specific detail the plight 
of the families he met, and how he 
discovered that small loans could 
empower the women to break the 
cycle of unbelievable poverty in 
which generations had been mired.   

Turning from the entrenched 
financial structures, he set up an in-
dependent system to provide micro-
credit to five-women communities.  
With guidelines, support, and their 
own uncompromising effort, these 
clusters of women raised themselves 
and their families to a decent stan-

dard of health, nutrition, education, 
and hope for the future, ultimately 
leading to lasting social and eco-
nomic development for their entire 
communities.   

A real spark 
of hope grew in 
me as I read 
about the dra-
matic changes 
in so many 
lives.  But it was 
his book, Creat-
ing a World 
Without Poverty, that brought me to 
the epiphany I shared with our Bei-
jing Circle.   

As I read Yunus’ work, his vi-
sionary ideas filled me with light, 
and I was able to see that poverty is 
not a necessary evil but a condition 
that can indeed be changed.  Yunus 
is not a theoretical economist with 
airy hypotheses, but a gifted practical 
man.  He uses his knowledge and 
experience to offer us an economic 
paradigm shift that could transform 
the world, enriching our capitalist 
system with new ways of using 
money for what he terms “social 
business” that can benefit everyone, 
and can bring an end to poverty.  

I’m not pretending to be pio-
neering new ideas: Eleanor Ells-
worth and Cindy Trowbridge are way 
ahead of me in their knowledge and 
excitement about microcredit.  But I 
am thrilled to reach this new under-
standing, and this personal epiphany 
brings me hope and energy as I see 
how a small Beijing Circle might in-
deed make a significant difference to 
what had seemed to me to be an in-
surmountable problem. 

A general Mission Statement for 
Beijing Circles:    
 Beijing Circles are safe forums 
for women to meditate and learn more 
about the Millennium Development 
Goals, established by the United Na-
tions in 2000, and the principles of the 
"Beijing Platform" promulgated by the 
Fourth World Conference on Women 
in 1995 in Beijing, China.  

 The Circles provide an oppor-
tunity for women to co-create positive 
action and advocacy to further the 
well-being of women and their families 
throughout the globe.
