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Come, Immanuel

Jesus of Nazareth is known by four names. One, of course, is Jesus, a
Hebrew name that roughly translates as “God saves us.”
book of Isaiah, we hear in the Advent season: “A young woman shall conceive
a child and call him Immanuel.” Immanuel, again a Hebrew name, translates
as “God is with us.”

The second, from the

Then, of course, there is the name Christ (in Greek) or Messiah (in
Hebrew). In both languages the name means, “The anointed one,” and this
name was given in the expectation that Jesus was the one to restore God’s
covenant with the people. The fourth name, Son of God, is the name the
church gave to Christ when it became clear in the resurrection that Jesus
carried the incarnation of God’s own being in his life.

As symbols within the narrative these four names fit with no problem.
But, when the four names invite us into an understanding of life and the world
in which we live, they can become difficult thresholds to cross. “God saves
us” how and from what? “God is with us” in what ways and how do we
measure them? “The anointed one” may invite a new understanding of world
order but the world seems still to be a pretty violent and fearful realm. “The
Son of God” invites us to wonder how the spirit works in our physical bodies
and the reality of life.

Within these pages are a couple of articles based on interviews with
thoughtful Christians, Doctors John Polkinghorne and Fred Boynton. Both are
scientists and both rely on the tools of skeptical scrutiny and faithful grace.
They have no interest in suspending their exploration of how the world works
physically. They long to explain how the universe came into being. At the
same time, both see the presence of an active and lively God in the midst of the
cosmos they study.

Polkinghorne shares his wonder that the unimaginable infinity of God is
expressed through a limited and human life in Jesus Christ, and further
brought to bear in the particular care and attention Christ pays to individual
people. Boynton describes a time in which a yearning and need in his soul was
met by answers to prayer.

As we use this season of preparation to ponder the coming of Christ, these
two men share practices that have been reliable for generations. Both mention
prayer, and I contend that prayer is the most important practice of all to
ground our desire for faith in the experience of a personal and present God.
Both endorse in their own words the practice of humility, in which our
personal doubts and beliefs grow to nothing more than that — personal. Our
doubts do not destroy God any more than our faith creates God. For Dr.

A Warm Welcome to the Rev.
Canon Terry Lynberg

Polkinhorne there is an emphasis as
well on reading the scripture and
meditating on its message. For Dr.
Boynton there is also singing, the gift
of music through which more
meaning is available than words
alone can give.

These key practices — prayer,
humility, scripture reading and
music (especially singing) — have
been the way for many faithful into
the reality of Christ.

Our Advent journey of
preparation and longing is met as
well by God, who shows throughout
our human experience a desire even
greater than our own to meet face to
face. We may wish to know God; it
seems even more true for God that
he wishes to know us.

As we sing each week, “O come,
O come, Immanuel” we may
imagine God singing in reply, “O
come, O come, my beloved child.”

The Nominating Committee consists of the Rector
and those Vestry members whose term of office expires at
the Annual Parish Meeting to be held on February 6,
2011. The Nominating Committee this year is Peter Sey-
mour, Charleen Boyl & Mary Kay Chandler.

SUBMISSION DETAIL

Nominations should be submitted directly to a mem-
ber of the Nominating Committee by December 1, 2010.

Each nomination should be supported by the signa-
tures of six parish electors (see below), as well as a state-
ment that the nominee has agreed to serve. Self nomina-
tions are permitted with supporting signatures.

A short biographical sketch should also be attached
with the nomination, including evidence of the candi-
date’s active participation in the life of the parish.

A QUALIFIED PARISH ELECTOR MUST BE:

- At least sixteen (16) years of age;

- A regular attendant of worship at St. James;

- Registered for the previous 60 days in the congrega-
tion as a baptized person or communicant;

- A regular financial contributor to the parish as
verified by the records.
TO BE CONSIDERED AS A NOMINEE FOR THE VESTRY, A
NOMINEE MUST:

- Be qualified as a parish elector and be at least
eighteen (18) years old;

- Enjoy a reputation for active participation in the
life of the parish;

- Be committed to principles of Christian steward-
ship and be willing to participate actively in the stew-
ardship program of the parish;

- Be willing to work to build consensus even while
representing a particular voice or point of view.
TIMELINE & CONSIDERATION OF NOMINEES

In December, the Nominating Committee will begin
consideration of all nominations. After the December Ves-
try meeting, the list of qualified nominees, their biographi-
cal sketches, and their answers to specific questions regard-
ing their call to serve on the Vestry will be published.

Nominations will be closed eighteen (18) days prior
to the Annual Meeting to be held on February 6, 2011.
Election of the qualified nominees shall be by ballot at the
Annual Meeting, in accordance with Diocesan Canons
and the St James By-laws.

]ohn Polkinghorne is a particle
physicist, an Anglican priest, a
Templeton Prize winner, author of
over 30 books, former President of
Queens College at Cambridge
University, and has been knighted
by Queen Elizabeth.

During the recent H. Orton
Wiley Lecture Series at Point Loma
Nazarene College, we interviewed
Prof. Polkinghorne on pastoral
work .

What do you see as some of the
pastoral responsibilities churches
have to this developing conversa—
tion between science and religion?

I don’t think it is the job of the
pastor to impose questions on
people. But I do think it is the job of
the pastor to be sensitive. And when
they see their people are perhaps
concerned about issues of science, I
think they should take some
initiative in explaining to them that
both disciplines are in search for
truth. Science does gives us some of
the truth, just not all of it. And
religious people serving the God of
truth should not fear truth from
whatever source it comes.

But I do think a lot of people are
sometime shy about raising doubt,
difficulties, or uncertainties with
their pastors. They feel like they
might be shot down or something
like that. I think one has to be
prepared to address their concerns
with a great sense of sensitivity.

A Pastoral Conversation with John Polkinghorne

Lesslie Newbigin has been one
of the loudest voices critiquing the
effect of Western culture on Chris-
tianity, saying that the West has
embraced of a classically heretical
nature - where we all become our
own judge and discerner of what is
and isn’t theologically true. Is it
appropriate to maintain this nature
or is there a more compelling pos-
ture we should take in moving from
faith to understanding?

I think all of us wrestle with
issues of faith and understanding.
But we have to seek to make the un-
derstanding of other people, people
of other generations, our own and in
our own way. We are not simply
asked to sign up for some sort of
unquestionable account of the past.
We have to make these things our
own. But we also need help and
insight from other people of other
generations in doing just that.

Take the concept of the church,
the body of Christ. We seek
understanding our confession of the
creeds, but we say “We Believe...”
That it’s just not that “I believe” is
very important.

We certainly need the help and
support of other people. None of us
knows enough about these things to
do it on our own.

What are some of the intriguing
story lines in Christianity that you
are compelled by? That you find
life giving and interesting?

At the heart of Christianity lies a
very exciting idea that the infinite
God who is difficult for us finite
beings to think about, has acted to
make God’s nature known clearly
and accessibly by living a human life
in Jesus Christ. If you want to know
if God cares for individual people,
we ask ourselves if Jesus cared for
the people’s needs that came across
his path. The answer obviously is

“Yes, he did.”

So at the center of Christianity
lies this revelationary aspect. And
also in Christ we see God sharing in
human life. And clearly sharing in
the suffering in human life. And so
God is not this imaginative
spectator, way up in the safety of
heaven. When we see the cross of
Christ, we see God’s arms stretched
out to embrace and sharing in the
suffering of the world. For me, that
is a very powerful, and indeed very
helpful insight about God and the
world. And so there is an enormous
excitement in Christian belief, I
think, an enormous profundity and
satisfaction in the ideas it presents.

It seems that some of the most
basic truths of the Christian faith
are the things that inspire you the
most and continue to inspire
you. How do you maintain this
second naiveté in the midst of so
much theological work, so much
scientific study, and such a rich life
in pastoral work? How do you
maintain that sense of awe?

I think one has to be aware of it
and not be so busy that you loose
sight of what you are actually trying
to do. And obviously, a prayerful
side of life is very important in this
respect and to have life where there
is some period of silent
reflection. You are not just chatting
away at things all the time. As an
Anglican priest, I say the daily office
of course, and I find that extremely
helpful to frame my day - to read the
psalms and read the scriptures, to
praise God and to pray. These
remind you of these things in the
midst of the bustle of life. And so
that is what is really important for
me - to have some sort of rule of life,
some sort of order, in one’s spiritual
life is important and necessary.

This five-person instrumental group (flute,
oboe, violin, cello, viola da gamba and harpsichord)
formed at New York's famed Juilliard School is
known around the world for their uncompromising
interpretation of Baroque music, and provides a rare
opportunity for San Diegans to experience pieces mas-
terfully played on period instruments.

Along with all the other things it is, Christmas is
one of the best excuses ever devised for making music.
From magnificent church motets to street corner car-
ols, the holiday resounds with the harmonies of good
cheer. The Baroque era, with its Christmas oratorios
and Christmas concertos, was particularly rich in mu-
sical observances of the holiday. The French, with
their attraction to all things pastoral and their predi-
lection for instruments like the musette (a form of bag-
pipe commonly associated with shepherds) made a
uniquely colorful contribution to this literature.

The Aulos Ensemble will present a celebration of
French works from the period, some with obvious ref-
erences to the season and others that simply radiate
the conviviality and high spirits that we associate with
Christmas.

It certainly seems that God has been leading us into a
conversation about Science and Religion recently with the

tory. As a little kid I considered
the idea of evolution and its
conflict with the stories of the
Bible. But at some point you
outgrow that conflict. In Quan-
tum mechanics you learn that
particles are waves and parti-
cles at the same time. From our
experience it doesn’t seem to

make sense, but it’s still true.
We learn that there is no con-
flict. Something can be both
things at the same time.”

“There are good scientists that
are atheists. They are so geared
to a scientific world view they

don’t have a need for religion.
For instance, Pierre-Simon,
marquis de Laplace, (French
mathematician and astronomer
whose work was pivotal to the
development of mathematical
astronomy and statistics) when
asked by Napoleon why his
book on the universe contained
no mention of the Creator,
Laplace, answered, ‘I had no
need of that hypothesis.” Fred
smiled. “It seems to me that this

receiving a M.S. in Chemical
Engineering at Stanford, and a PhD from Wayne State
University.

Sitting in his beautiful and gracious home in La Jolla,
overlooking an expanse of ocean, it seems his father gave
his son good and considered advice.

Fred came from a family of longtime Episcopalians.

is a rather stoical view of life.”

“At a time I suffered depression I found myself pray-
ing for help. I don’t know if it is God acting or a pro-
grammed and inborn survival characteristic to look to
God...all I know is there is something., something in my
mind.” He added, “You do know that science cannot
prove that God exists...or does not exist.”

He said it was a surprise to find himself working in
the aerospace field. In his twenties he interned at Convair,

problem-solving rocket exhaust plumes. After Stanford
he he was hired by Convair to continue working on this
interesting problem. “The first two Atlas rockets failed
because of the heat caused by the plumes. NASA asked
us to define the radient heat of the exhaust gas.” He

worked with Alex Thomson, who he considers his techni-

cal mentor. “I saw Alex do things that everyone thought
no one could do.”

Solving that problem led to the success of the space
program, and an early warning system still in place.
“Satellite sensors can identify a plume from space, track-
ing any ballistic launch, and giving us more time to re-
spond.”

The pinnacle of his career? “I started working on a
problem about 14 years ago. It was a new problem that
grew in scope. We took it to a point, then others took it
on, and now I find it really satisfying to have been on the
ground floor of this work.” When I asked for a descrip-
tion of the problem, he just succinctly said, “Can’t.”

Truly Fred has led a secret life.
“That’s the problem in the Defense
business. The world may not know
your accomplishments, only your
colleagues do. Nature has no se-
crets—it’s people who have se-
crets.”

Although his work has been
full of satisfying challenges and
accolades within the community , it
is clear that love of family, music,
and sailing has given balance to his
life. When his parents retired to
San Diego, he chose to go to Stan-
ford to be closer to them, spending L I'
the summers and vacations in San
Diego. When he began a career at
Convair, he became a member of
The San Diego Bachelor’s Club,
where he met the lovely Beverly
and married her two years later. (She is a delightful and
gracious person, deserving a full interview on her accom-
plishments and contributions.) Together they raised two
sons—who have given them four grandsons under the
age of seven. He is the consummate granddad... When I
called, he was busy playing hide and seek. .

He loves to sail. Not only did he compete in the sin-
gle-handed class in the 1964 Olympic Trials in Long
Beach, but organized the event.

“T was so tired, I finished last!” He often sailed with
the family, and inherited his father’s ketch. After his
dad’s death, in honor of him, Fred sailed to San Francisco
with a crew, including two St. James members, Mike
Wood and Jane Coursin.

When he and Beverly first came to La Jolla, they at-
tended La Jolla Presbyterian Church. “Louis Evans was
movie-star handsome and a great preacher. But when we
moved to Detroit for my doctor-
ate in Chemical Engineering, we
attended Grace Cathedral Episco-
pal Church. Beverly became an
Episcopalian and was confirmed
there. When we returned to San
Diego, of course we came to St.
James.”

Fred joined the choir, living
out another life-long love—
singing and music. “Steve Town-
send has led the choir for about
16 years. Being here so long I've
worked with at least two of his
predecessors.” His participation
as a bass singer (“the lowest of
the low” as he calls his voice) has
given him such a body of choral

work that he cannot even guess at
his favorite piece.

“Singing is therapeutic. It takes time, discipline,
working together, and blending together, to make a
sound that is pleasant for others to listen to.”

To my mind, this comment illuminated Dr. Boynton’s
entire life. This self-professed ‘lone wolf" has achieved an
enviable balance and blend of family, community, work,
sports, creativity, and commitment to science and his
Christianity.

I think we can consider his life “an Elegant Equation.”
